
Statewide Poll Says Voters Favor 
Education Spending Over “No New Taxes” 

        While North Caro-
linians don’t want higher 
taxes, a recent poll re-
veals that they are in fa-
vor of tax increases to 
support education initia-
tives for the state’s pre-
kindergarten children. 
    The poll released in 
May found bi-partisian 
support by North Caro-
lina’s voters  to increase 
Smart Start to it’s full 
funding level of $300 mil-
lion.  This was the first 
poll conducted in the 
state focusing on atti-
tudes toward early child-
hood care and education 
by registered voters.  
Pre-K Now paid for the 
poll. 
    Conducted over four 
days in April, the poll 
surveyed 609 registered 
voters who were ran-
domly selected and has 
a margin of error of plus/
minus 4.1%.  Some of 
the insights into the 
mindset of Tar Heel vot-
ers include support for 
the Smart Start program 
by 81% of respondents 
and 77% seeing state 
funded pre-kindergarten 
as important for low-

income families. With 
politicians opposing new 
taxes to maintain funding 
levels and cutting pro-
grams to balance budg-
ets, maybe one of the 
more important findings 
was that 66% of voters 
favor ensuring that there 
is sufficient funding for 
needs such as education 
versus 27% that favored 
holding the line on taxes. 
“North Carolinians have 
always valued young 
children and have sup-
ported Smart Start be-
cause the work we do 
helps children and the 
people who love and 
teach them,” said Karen 
Ponder, President of the 
North Carolina Partner-
ship for Children, Inc., 
the state Smart Start of-
fice. 
    The poll also gave in-
sight into the priorities or 
complaints of North 
Carolina’s voters.  Of 
those surveyed, 60 % 
believe children begin to 
learn at birth, 76% be-
lieve half or fewer chil-
dren enter kindergarten 
with the skills they need 
and 57% believe the 

state is doing too little to 
make sure children enter 
kindergarten ready.  
Maybe more telling for 
legislators facing re-
election  was the attitude 
of 59% of respondents 
who said they were 
MORE likely to support a 
legislator who votes to 
expand early education 
programs. 
    Ashley Thrift, Board 
Chair of the North Caro-
lina Partnership for Chil-
dren, Inc., said that he 
hoped these numbers 
would encourage mem-
bers of the General As-
sembly to expand Smart 
Start funding.   
   “Smart Start has seen 
significant cuts three of 
the past four years.  Lo-
cal Smart Start partner-
ships need additional 
funds to meet the in-
creasing demand.  The 
children in our state and 
the working families who 
care for them depend on 
Smart Start,” he added. 
   In the past four budget 
cycles, Smart Start has 
received three years of 
cuts, followed by one 
year of steady funding.

     There have been sev-
eral cases of E. coli con-
firmed in North Carolina 
recently. Child care pro-
viders can prevent the 
spread of this bacteria by 
following simple tips for 
prevention. 
     There are hundreds of 
strains of E. coli in exis-
tence. Most are harmless, 
but there is one strain that 
is a powerful toxin and can 
cause severe illness. 
     E. coli is spread 

through water and food 
that has been contami-
nated. Some of the likely 
foods are ground beef, 
sprouts, lettuce, unpas-
teurized  milk and juice. 
     Young toddlers with E. 
coli can easily spread the 
infection if they experience 
diarrhea. Other symptoms 
i n c l u d e  a b d o m i n a l 
cramps, but usually no 
fever. 
     Most people infected 
with E. coli recover in 5-10 
days. 

     The spread of E. coli 
can be prevented by stor-
ing raw meat separate 
from ready-to-eat food. 
Cook raw food, especially 
ground beef, thoroughly. 
Drink pasteurized milk and 
juice. Wash hands thor-
oughly after toileting or 
diapering and before eat-
ing. 
     In a child care facility, .  
hands should be thor-
oughly washed and dia-
pers and soiled clothes 
should be kept out of chil-

dren’s reach. 
     Everyone should wash 
their hands upon entering 
a child care facility to 
avoid bringing the bacteria 
in from outside.
